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In 2006 academic year, we established the Career Education
Center. In addition to job hunting and further education advice
having been offered to date, a support program has been
implemented for the promotion of systematic career education
from the lower grades of college onward. Furthermore, in 2009
academic year, career guidance by professional career
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Extensive supports for every
student's career design

advisors started to be offered with the aim of strengthening
career support functions. Moreover, career design seminors,
career design guidance, the implementation of various lectures
and support for off-campus training and internships, among
other services, have been provided. The Career Education
Center works in close cooperation with the Counseling Center
(psychological care) and the Study Support Center (academic
progress) and is able to offer comprehensive student support

at this institution.

The Career Education Center performs the following functions:
- Career guidance when entering college (Explanations given on study methods
toward career realization and preparedness etc.)
- Provision of career counseling (Professional career advisors offer consultations with
all students that have concerns about their career path)

- Implementation of a career design course (Aims to improve future planning, self-
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realization and communication abilities)
-Further education and job hunting support (Individual interview advice and correction
of entry sheets for those that are job hunting or looking toward further education)
- Career support with computers (It is possible to look up information on job hunting,
A= further education and internships)
- Support for off-campus training and internships (Self-realization and vocational
understanding are encouraged and a working perspective is cultivated)
- The holding of Career Design Support Weeks (These are held twice a year in August
and December and are a consultation week for students and their

- Implementation of a career design course for female students (Initiatives are made

for the creation of a gender-equal society)
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Career Support System (Capable of searching for information on employment, continuing education and
internships.)
