In the first year, all students are placed into five mixed classes and take a common
curriculum. From the second year, they choose their department and course of
study.

Advanced Course, which offers three programs—Production System Engineering,
Materials and Environmental Engineering, and Civil Engineering—continuing
directly from the respective undergraduate departments.

Outline of Duties for Faculty Members (English Department) at the National Institute of
Technology, Hakodate

At present, higher education institutions in Japan are undergoing major reforms. Our college is also
engaged in such reforms, including the reorganization and enhancement of its academic structure, with
the aim of cultivating engineers who can be active internationally. In this context, faculty members are
expected to demonstrate strong communication skills in English in addition to their teaching and

research responsibilities.

National Institutes of Technology (KOSEN) differ fundamentally from both universities and high schools,
particularly in terms of their educational goals and the age range of their students (16—20 in the regular
five—year program, and 21-22 in the two—year advanced course). Faculty members are required to
devote themselves enthusiastically to all aspects of their duties, including education, research, and

student guidance. The main duties of faculty members in the English Department include the following:

1. Teaching
Faculty members typically teach approximately 15 class periods per week (each period being 90
minutes) in the regular program, in addition to classes in the Advanced Course. There are two
regular examinations each year, and at the end of each semester, special instruction is provided
for students with unsatisfactory performance, with the goal of supporting all students in
successfully completing their studies. Continuous efforts to improve teaching methods are also
required, through peer observations and student evaluations conducted at the end of each
academic year.

2. Supervision of Graduation and Special Research
Depending on their expertise, faculty members may supervise graduation research for fifth—year
students. Graduation research represents the culmination of the five—year curriculum and
requires close collaboration between faculty and students. Faculty members may also provide
individual guidance for students aspiring to transfer to universities or pursue graduate studies.

3. Research
Faculty members are expected to contribute to research activities in addition to their
educational and administrative responsibilities. Active engagement in research enhances the
overall academic environment of the institution and contributes to the local community.

4. Classroom Supervision
Faculty members may be assigned as homeroom teachers, particularly for first— and second—year
classes of approximately 40 students. Responsibilities include academic and personal guidance,
classroom management, supervision of daily cleaning, participation in school events such as
athletic festivals and cultural festivals, and conducting interviews with students and their
guardians.

5. Committees and Meetings
In addition to homeroom teacher duties, faculty members serve on various committees, including

the Academic Affairs Committee, Student Affairs Committee, and Dormitory Committee. In some



cases, work in multiple committees is required. For example, in the case of the Dormitory
Committee, teachers perform multiple duties: night duty, regular patrols, guidance of dormitory
students in daily life, and support for student—-led committee activities. Faculty members are also
expected to participate in departmental and faculty meetings, which serve as important venues
for information exchange and decision—making.

Advising Student Clubs

Faculty members may be assigned as advisors to student clubs. For athletic clubs, this includes
accompanying students to regional and national competitions, supervising training camps, and
assisting with tournament management.

Dormitory Duties

All faculty members are assigned dormitory duties, including overnight shifts and holiday shifts.
These duties involve the supervision of approximately 200 male and female dormitory students,
and female faculty members may also be assigned to the women’ s dormitory. Dormitory duties
are considered one of the important educational responsibilities of faculty members.
Community Engagement

Our institution actively collaborates with the local community through joint research,
commissioned research, public lectures, and outreach activities. Faculty members are expected
to contribute proactively to these efforts, which not only support student education but also

enhance the role and value of the institution within the community.
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
